Peace Garden

In 2013 the Trust along with the community of Singleton identified a Peace Garden as
part of the vision and the aim of this will be to provide a quiet place where people can
visit and reflect. The build of this is now complete and it is located behind the church
overlooking farmland to the east of the village. A huge thank you goes to Pam & Derek
Hawthornthwaite for their help in researching the names of people who either worked or
lived in Singleton and who lost their lives in war over the last 120 years. A memorial to
these people will be erected in the Peace Garden later this year.

To mark the opening of the Peace Garden, the Trust will be hosting a village event after
the Harvest Festival at St Annes Church on Sunday 14th October 2018. More details to
follow but please put the date in the diary and join us if you can.

Worswick’s Farm House

Planning permission to build a pair of semi-detached cottages was granted in 2017
however this identified many planning requirements that had to be in place before the
development could start. These have now all been met and this allowed the work to
start in March 2018. Clement Dickens is the chosen contractors and the work is being
done at the same time as the new facilities at the church to minimise disruption where
possible. The property is being developed into two: a three bedroom cottage and a two
bedroom cottage and these will be available to rent before the end of the year. If you
wish to register an interest then please contact the Trust's Land Agent, Richard Cornish.
